2012 Stewardship Appeal

The approach of fall brings the activities that make up the life of
Trinity. Included is the annual Stewardship appeal, which will
be conducted during October.

In addition to sustaining a budget that supports the current level
of parish ministries, the goal for 2012 Stewardship is to expand
our circle of Christian fellowship and support by reaching out to
those in need, in our midst and around the world. To support
this greater outreach, two specific objectives have been set:

1. The first is to expand our pledging base beyond 300
pledges. In the past, the number of pledges has been close,
but hasnodt crossed t hat t hr
participation will make that goal attainable.

2. The second is to achieve an increase of 5% in our financial
strength through increased giving. The combination of
increased giving and a broader pledging base will help
offset any income losses due to attrition or hardship, and
will assure a balanced budget, part of which can support
wider parish outreach.
