Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

March and April are very important months for us this year. In
the weeks ahead we will be entering another observance of Lent
0 that holy season of reflection and preparation for the celebra-
tion of the Resurrection. In addition to this most holy time of
spiritual observance, we will also be engaging as a diocese in the
process of electing the next Bishop of Massachusetts.

| want to be sure you know some key things about the process
for electing our next Bishop.

The convention to elect the bishop will be held on Saturday,
April 5 at our Cathedral in Boston. Only those with credentials to
vote will be allowed seating on the main floor. From our congre -
gation those people are Merrie Thorpe and Win Wilbur. In addi -
tion, both Becky and | are credentialed to vote along with any
other canonically resident clergy in our diocese. Clergy and lay
delegate votes are counted separately. To be elected, a candidate
must receive a majority of clergy votes and a majority of lay
votes on the same ballot. It usually takes more than one ballot to
elect.

You might be wondering how you can be involved in this elect -
ion process if you are not a delegate to the electing convention.

One way is to go to this website: http://mabishopsearch.org/ . In
the right hand column you will find links to information about

the five candidates who have been nominated. There you will
find bi ographical information
responses to questions posed by our Diocesan Search Committee.
There is a possibility of other candidates being added by a
petition process which is going on right now. Those candidates
will be announced around March 1.
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You might consider attending one of the planned meetings with
the candidates. Those dates and locations are listed below. Then,
please feel free to communicate your thoughts to our delegates.

Finally, you might use this Lenten preparation as a time to pray
for the candidates and all those involved in this process for the
Holy Spirit to help us discern who the next Bishop of Massachu -
setts should be.

The anthem for the
service is a setting of Beautiful Saviotby F. Melius Christiansen
written for the St. Olaf Choir. As a prelude to this traditional
Service we welcome Evelyn Farny Wadkins to play a recital of
pieces for solo cello, including one of the beautiful works by
Bach, and two works by contemporary composers.

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Lenten Journey Through Music

Through the millennia Christian communities have developed
musical traditions to highlight the themes of introspection
during the Sundays in Lent. On the first Sunday in Lent we will
open the service with the processional chanting of the Great
Litany, one of the earliest Liturgical customs. Another wealth of
Lenten music are the masterful settings of the Passion stories by
Johann Sebastian Bach and there are often performances of
theses works at this time of year in and around Boston. Incorp-
orated into these Oratorios were the hymns of his day, used as
listener responses to the story portrayed in the recitatives and
arias. We use some of these Chorales in our worship, as harmon
ized by Bach. Our Parish Choir will be singing one of these
Chorales each week in Lent during Communion. Other musical
changes to our Liturgies in Lent include the singing of a Kyrie
elieson(Lord have mercy) and the Agnus Dei(Lamb of God) in
place of other parts of the Liturgy. There are also many musical
traditions that enhance our worship in the Holy Week Liturgies
including a musical setting of the Tenebrae Lessons, Hymns and
Psalms for the Maundy Thursday Liturgy and the chanting of the
Passion on Good Friday. Plan to attend at least one of our special
services during Holy Week (April 13 -20).
